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Creating a Mosaic About Ancient Rome

Overview

This culminating project challenges you to create a mosaic—using tiles made of paper—
about ancient Rome that answers this question. What are the most important ideas that
you learned about ancient Rome? you will create a mosaic with four
sections to represent the topics covered in the unit: the Development of the Roman
Republic, Life During the Roman Empire, the Spread of Christianity, and Legacies of
Ancient Rome. Each section will describe and illustrate key ideas relating to the topic
that you think are important to remember. Your mosaic should be created for an audience
that is unfamiliar with the history of ancient Rome and demonstrate a clear understanding
of the unit’s major historical events and legacies.

Requirements

1. Your mosaic must be created to support your answer to this question: What are the
most important ideas that you learned about ancient Rome? The mosaic should
have four sections, each of which represents a topic covered in the unit. For each
topic below, you must describe and illustrate four key ideas that you think are
important to remember.

The Development of the Roman Republic (include at least four): Romulus and
Remus, Etruscans, patricians, plebeians, Republic, Twelve Tables, Punic Wars,
latifundia, slavery, political violence, Julius Caesar

Life During the Roman Empire (include at least four): Augustus, Nero, Trajan,
Hadrian, provinces, entertainment, education, housing, trade

The Spread of Christianity (include at least four): sect, Jesus Christ, Gospels, Paul
of Tarsus, Edict of Milan, catacombs, martyrs, agape

Legacies of Ancient Rome (include at least four): Latin, barrel vaults and cross
vaults, concrete, aqueducts, arch bridges, cofferdams, roads, groma
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
